2009-2010 --New Graduation Test Requirements Start for This Year’s Graduates
Graduates for 2010 are required to pass a test in Writing, Reading, and Math to meet the graduation test requirements.  Details on these tests are given below:

Writing: 
· Administered spring of 9th grade

· Passing score is 3.0

· Retests given in 10th, 11th, and 12th grade

· Passing score must be met for graduation.

Reading:
· Administered spring of 10th grade

· Passing score at MCA level is 1050. Passing score at GRAD level is 50.  
· Retests are taken in 11th and 12th grades.  
· Passing score must be met for graduation.

Math: 
· Administered spring of 11th grade
· Passing score at MCA level is 1150.  Passing score at GRAD level is 50.  
· Retests and remediation will be given in 12th grade.  Examples of remediation shown below.

· Legislation was passed allowing an individual pass.  Details shown below. 
· Types of successful remediation include:

· Passing a required math class
· Passing an MCA Math Prep class

· Working one on one with Sandy with practice tests and worksheets

· Attending a one hour lab MCA Prep session (3 out of 4 must be attended)

· Attending a one hour Elluminate MCA Prep session (3 out of 4 must be attended
· Timeline for Math Remediation and Retake Opportunities:
1. Sept - Oct Remediation #1

2. Nov 3rd  or 5th Retake #1

3. Nov - Dec Remediation #2

4. Jan 12th or 14 Retake #2

5. Jan - Feb Remediation #3

6. Mar 2nd or 4th Retake #3

7. Mar - Apr Remediation #4

8. May 4th or 10th Retake #4
9. Individual Pass will be considered in May.  
At least 2 successful remediation and 2 legitimate retakes (sufficient time spent on the test) must have been completed to be considered for an individual pass.  Students will continue to remediate and test through May unless test is passed.
