Board Meeting Minutes

May 6, 2003

Chair, Tracy Quarnstrom, called the meeting to order at 3:04 p.m.  

Roll call was taken.  Chair Quarnstrom called for approval of the agenda.  One item was added to Old Business and two items to New Business.  Swanson made motion to approve the agenda with additions.  Neff seconded, motion carried.

Quarnstrom moved to approve minutes of April 8, 2003, Swanson seconded, motion passed.

Miller reported on the preliminary general budget for 2003-04.  Quarnstrom made a motion to approve the 2003-04 budget subject to changes, Swanson seconded the motion, motion passed.  Check # 1108-1110 totaling $240 were voided making the check payables total $672.75.  There was one hand payable in the amount of $100.  Swanson made motion to approve payment of check #1103-1113 totaling $672.75 as submitted with check #1108-1110 voided, and one hand payable. Quarnstrom seconded the motion, motion carried.  

Old Business:

Johnson telephoned each board member regarding payment inadvertently already made to consultant Cheryl Lange.  Quarnstrom made motion to approve processing payment of check #1094 to Cheryl Lange, Swanson seconded, motion carried.

Kerkow reported contacting Plato.  He reported that response has not been totally helpful.  Kerkow also contacted Bob Gessell from Brainerd ALC.  They will send information.  They reported they are much more satisfied with Plato than NovaNET.  North Branch Distance Learning also uses Plato.  Quarnstrom will check on the  possibility of visiting North Branch to see first hand the operation of Plato.

New Business:

Quarnstrom explained the Board Member Position Description and discussion was held.  Quarnstrom reported that Scott Flemming from MACS (MN Assc. of Charter Schools) will be coming on June 10, 2003 to present an Accountability Report and the agenda was distributed.  Cost is $300.  Swanson made motion to approve meeting with Scott Flemming and get information on the Accountability Report, Kerkow seconded, motion carried.

Swanson raised the question regarding health services.  Students need to be up-to-date on their immunizations and there are other health issues.  Health services is not a provision in the agreement with Chisago Lakes Schools #2144.  She reported that Jane Jacobson, Chisago Lakes School Nurse, will work with a Wolf Creek student who currently has medical concerns.  Heide will check on contracting with Chisago Lakes Schools for 2003-04.

Swanson presented an Employee Evaluation form.  There are concerns that an annual evaluation is not done and is not a requirement of charter schools.  Suggestion was made that an evaluation be done by an administrator or peers.

Swanson made motion that the Wolf Creek Board be named as the Education Standards Committee.  Quarnstrom seconded, motion carried.

Policy # 102 Equal Educational Opportunity, #417 Chemical Use/Abuse, and #612 Title I Parent Involvement Policy were discussed.  Swanson made motion to adopt these policies with corrections to policy #417 and #612.  Kerkow seconded, motion carried.

Quarnstrom reported that the Board will meet in June, July and August.

The next meeting will be Tuesday, June 3, 2003 at 3:00 p.m. in the Chisago Lakes District Office Board Room.

Quarnstrom moved that meeting be adjourned, Swanson seconded the motion, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 3:56 p.m.
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
