MEDICATION PROCEDURE

Purpose 

The administration of medication during the school day is provided to enable the student to remain in school, to maintain or improve health status, and to improve their potential for learning.

Guidelines

1. If your child needs to take a prescription drug during school hours:

A. Your health care provider must send a written order to the school indicating the name of the medication, dosage, time, route, possible side effects, specific reason for the medication, start and end date.  Send this order to the school with the medication.  If this is not possible, the school health services staff will call and request a facsimile of the order from the health care provider.

B. Parents/guardians must send a written request indicating the student’s name, birth date, medication name, dosage, time, specific reason, start and end date.

C. All prescription medications must be brought to school in the original prescription bottle with a current pharmaceutical label.

D. Students may possess and independently use asthma inhalers if (1) the school has received a written order from a licensed prescriber and an authorization from the parent/guardian, (2) the inhaler is properly labeled for that student, (3) the parent has not requested school personnel to administer the medication to the pupil, and (4) a licensed school nurse has assessed the student’s knowledge and skills to safely possess and use an asthma inhaler in the school setting and has entered into the student’s school health record a plan to implement safe possession and use of the asthma inhalers.

2. If your child needs a non-prescription drug during school hours:

A. Parents/guardians must send a written request indicating student’s name, birth date, medication name, dosage, time, route, possible side effects, and most importantly the specific reason(s) for the treatment.

B. If the medication is needed for more than two weeks, physician orders will be requested.

C. All non-prescription medication must be brought to school in the original, labeled container.

3. Parents/guardians must send a written notification to the school of any medication changes.  The school must also receive a written order from the health care provider regarding medication dosage changes or discontinuance of a drug.
