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612   TITLE I PARENT INVOLVEMENT  POLICY

I. PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to clarify the role of parental involvement in Title I.

II. GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

A. Parents help develop IGP’s.  Parents (including parents of students receiving Title I services) are encouraged to be involved in the process that reviews the overall educational goals and outcomes of our students.  Planning for Title I funding and services is developed and reviewed by the charter school board.  The charter school board will also review this policy’s effectiveness in assuring parental involvement in the programs funded by federal Title I monies.

B. At the individual level, students who are in need of Title I services are referred to the program by their parents and/or learning managers.  The Title I service plan is completed by the Learning Manager and parent.  An IGP compact is signed and agreed to at a parent-teacher conference.

C. The charter school supports efforts to implement effective Title I services and to assure that families are involved in these decisions.  The Learning Manager reviews student achievement data of all students. Instructional programming decisions are facilitated to include the charter school board, staff, administration, and parent input to assure increasing student achievement.

The school district promotes involvement of parents by the following activities: 

· Publishing school activities in the local newspaper, the Chisago County Press.

· Inviting parents to participate via the “Open Forum” at each Board meeting.

· Holding open houses and student/family orientations at the start of each school year or term as needed.

· Encouraging participation in semi-annual Parent/Teacher conferences;  

· Encouraging volunteer participation; and

· Distributing Student Handbooks on our web site.
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
